GUIDELINES FOR AUTHORS FOR THE SUBMISSION OF PAPERS 
TO THE PROCEEDINGS VOLUME

All papers will be analyzed by members of the Scientific Committee (peer-review). The scientific content, standard of the papers and authenticity is the sole responsibility of the authors.

1. The papers will be elaborated one row wide only in English with Word text editor, A4 format, 21 cm wide and 29.7 high. Page setup will be done with the margins: top 3.5 cm; bottom 2.5 cm; left 2.5 cm; right 2.5 cm. The papers will be maximum 6-8 pages including figures and tables.

2. All papers must be prepared in Times New Roman (TNR), 12 pt font, margins all around and single spaced.

OBSERVATION: The types of manuscript will be: 

· Editorial – unstructured abstract of less 100 words, 2-5 keywords, up to 15 references, edited in TNR 12, 1500 words;
· Review – unstructured abstract of less 250 words, 5-7 keywords, comprehensive references, edited in TNR 12, 10000 words maximum;

· Original paper – must be structured as follows: Abstract, Material(s) and method(s), Results and Discussion, 5-7 keywords, comprehensive references, edited in TNR 12, no more 5000 words;

· Case Report - unstructured abstract of less 250 words, 2-5 keywords, comprehensive references, edited in TNR 12, no more 3000 words. The text must consist in: Introduction, Case Report and Discussion;

· Short Communication – unstructured abstract of less 250 words, 5-7 keywords, comprehensive references, edited in TNR 12, no more 2500 words. These papers present preliminary results of various studies or brief observations structured as that of an original paper.
3. The title of the paper – TNR 12 Bold, capitalizes all words (except for articles, prepositions and conjunctions that are not the first word).

4. The names of the authors – centered, TNR 12, no capitals for first name (except initial letter) and capitals for surname (family name), leaving one row from the title. 

5. The affiliations of the author(s), full postal address, phone, fax and email address for the corresponding author will be edited one space row down, in TNR 10, centered, not bolded.

6. The word Abstract will be edited in TNR 12, leaving one row space from the institution and postal address. This should count 200-250 words and have a structure form (Introduction/Objective/Background, Material and methods, Results, Conclusions).

7. The words Keywords should be written in TNR 12 Bold, one row space down from the Abstract. Maximum 5 words edited in TNR 12 (not bolded, Italic) shall be mentioned.

8. The paper text will be edited in TNR 12, one row down from the abstract. The text will have a 1.25 cm tab and will be edited wholly in Justify alignment. The scientific contents of the paper will be structured comprising: INTRODUCTION/OBJECTIVE/BACKGROUND, MATERIAL AND METHODS, RESULT AND DISCUSSION, CONCLUSIONS, (ACKNOWLEDGMENTS), and REFERENCES. All these subtitles will be centered and typed in TNR 12 capitals, not bolded. The papers will be written a row space under each subtitle, in TNR 12.
9.  For the tables - the number and the title will be edited in TNR 12, bolded above this and for – the figures, the number and the title will be edited in TNR 12, bolded under each figures. All images must be in JPEG format, color/gray scale.

10. References will be edited in TNR 10. In text, the references should be cited within brackets e.g. (1), before punctuation marks. The references will comprise only the quoted authors in alphabetical order; the first author will have his surname followed by the initial(s) of their first name and the other author(s) will have initials first. Following the name(s) of the author(s) will be included the year of publication, in parentheses. The publication titles should in normal, not italic font. The volume number will be in Arabic numerals followed by the issue number in Arabic numerals in parentheses. The pagination of the publication will be connected to the volume number and issue number by a colon and all closed up (e.g. 2(3): 123-127).

OBSERVATION: 

· Within texts, the binominal name of genus, species etc. must be written using the Italic font;

· The names of drugs should be used only as generic names or as trade names mentioned in round brackets;

· The tests involving animals should be conformed to the guidelines of the Competent Authority for Laboratory Animals.
